The aim of the Biennale is to explore the color principles of the 20th-century avant-garde in shaping the language of the 21st-century poster and contemporary art through the construction, dynamics, and harmony of color.
[bookmark: _Hlk219557714]Ilya Chashnik’s “Movement of Color” in Suprematism is a search for a “dynamic state”—a precisely calibrated rhythm of structural elements as the main criterion of completeness in art and design.
Color and the avant-garde, dynamics and color construction, rhythm and the music of color, experimentation—these are the core concepts of the competition.

The competition takes place in three stages:
Stage 1 — January 25, 2026 – April 30, 2026
Submission of projects and applications for participation in the competition.
Stage 2 — May 1, 2026 – June 15, 2026
Jury review. Publication of the long list.
Stage 3 — June 16, 2026 – August 30, 2026
Jury review. Publication of the short list. Selection of winners.
Based on the results of the competition, exhibitions of the selected works will be held at exhibition venues in Vitebsk in September–October 2026. A formal award ceremony for the competition winners will also take place.
All participants will receive a certificate of participation and an electronic catalogue.
Winners will receive diplomas corresponding to their awards and nominations.
